I regret that I cannot give you my friend's name as the
War fartment does not permit us to mention the
names of those killed in action. However, believe me
when I tell you that he was respected and liked by all of
us. . . .

Some-
T.hiI'l% that is actually happening back home—not in the-
ory, but in fact—which will make the world a better place
for everybody.

It's a long time, since we've been home, Sir, but from

some of the things we hear there are plenty of fascist-

minded people, hate mongers, and isolationists in those

sacred states of ours. The fact thar they speak American

and don't wear German uniforms makes them more

dangerous than the Jerries themselves. What does your

Springfield Plan do about them?
